Longterm Downtown Flaggaff Bank Combines Two Brandhes into One
Newly Renovated Location

Flagstaff, Ariz. (Sept. 20, 2007) — As part of its commitment to building a stronger
presence in downtown Flagstaftf, National Bank of Arizona will open for business
Monday at its new 18,000 square foot location inside one of this city’s most familiar
buildings.

Located at 211 N. Leroux St., the new branch offers National Bank of Arizona’s full
complement of financial services including business banking, residential and commercial
lending and treasury management services.

Beginning Monday, branch hours are Monday to Thursday, 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.,
Fridays from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and new Saturday hours from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

“The increased size of this new branch and the expansion of our hours and services is a
reflection of the importance of this community’s business to National Bank of Arizona,”
King added.
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National Bank of Arizona opened its original downtown Flagstaff location at 123 N.
Leroux in 1993. The bank assumed a second downtown location at 22 E. Birch Ave. with
its merger with The Stockmen’s Bank in 2007. Both locations will close permanently on
Friday, with all employees relocating to the new office. More than 35 National Bank of
Arizona employees will work at this location.

Built in the 1950s as a grocery store by the Babbitt brothers, the building has seen a
number of bank tenants come and go through the years. As part of its long-term
commitment to downtown Flagstaff, National Bank of Arizona renovated the entire
building inside and out, with an updated brick fagade, more windows, new landscaping
and additional parking. Owner Maury Herman of Coast and Mountain Properties says
this is one of the largest private building projects completed in downtown Flagstaff in
many years.

“We’re thrilled to have National Bank of Arizona take over this building,” he said. “With
the remodel, it looks like a new building. They’ve done a wonderful job.”

An official grand opening party is scheduled for November.
